• Written between 1450 and 400 B.C.

• Genesis ~ 1450 B.C.

• Psalms ~ 1000 B.C.

• Isaiah ~ 750 B.C.

• Zechariah ~500 B.C.

“messianic 

prophecies”

• Come together 

like pieces of a 

puzzle



Born in Bethlehem

• Micah 5:2 - "But you, Bethlehem 

Ephrathah, though you are small 

among the clans of Judah, out of you 

will come for me one who will be ruler 

over Israel, whose origins are from of 

old, from ancient times.“

• Matthew 2:1



Born of a virgin

• Isaiah 8:14 - Therefore the Lord himself 

will give you a sign: The virgin will be 

with child and will give birth to a son, 

and will call him Immanuel.
